General Cautions
There are 3 things in general to be aware of: 

3. The first caution is ___________________________.   When we have a particular motivational gift, it is easy for us to expect others to serve as effectively as we do. 

4. Second cautionary note is ___________________________.    It is a real temptation to hold our motivational gifts up as more helpful to the body than other motivational gifts. 

5. Third: ___________________________.  Motivational gift rejection says, “I don’t have a motivational gift.” 

When we project, elevate, or reject, we do not glorify God or edify others.
